At the annual meeting of the HOA, Mike Burke was reelected and Bill Gilbert was elected to serve
on the board for the next two years. The HOA Board positions for the coming year are as follows:

Earl Zeigler — President, Mike Burke — Secretary, Tom Hayes — CFO, Mo Tarantino and Bill Gilbert —
Co-VP’s.

HOA Board meetings are held on the Monday preceding the second Tuesday of each month. How-
ever, beginning in November, the meetings will start at 10:00 AM for the winter (November thru April)
and at 3:00 PM during the summer. Board meeting agendas and minutes are available for review on
the community web site. The Board wishes to acknowledge Steve Ursenbach for his past six years
of service with the HOA Board. His dedication and commitment to improving our community is very
much appreciated by all.

Highlights from the HOA Presidents Report are as follows:

The Whitehawk Ranch Architectural Review Committee chaired by Rich Dunn and the members
Susan Barker, Jim Bauder, "Mo” Tarantino, and Nancy Warmby were recognized for their work and
contributions to the community.

It was announced that our Social Committee remains without a chairperson. Successful events in
the past have been the New Years Eve party at the Community Center and Independence Day cele-
brations at the Gazebo. Please contact any member of the board if you are interested in volunteer-
ing for this position. With no social chairperson the HOA Board has no plans to organize or promote
a New Years Eve celebration this year.

Steve Dick was recognized for his contribution to the community this past year as the Road and
Open Space committee chairperson. Steve is also responsible for ensuring our forests and common
open spaces are “fire safe”. It was noted that the ARC is working with Steve to ensure new

construction home sites are made “fire safe” during the construction period. Homeowners who
wish to improve the defensible space around their property must contact and get approval from the
ARC before removing trees greater than 6 inches in diameter.

Homeowners were reminded of the current HOA policy and standards for replacement address
posts. Address post kits are available at a cost of $145, which includes a post, and anchoring sys-
tem, a hawk logo and reflective numbers. The kits can be purchased and installed by homeowners
or their contractors, or the homeowner can pay and additional charge to the Mutual Water Com-
pany to install a new address post.

After careful consideration and extensive research of qualified contractors in our area, the HOA
has accepted a bid from the Whitehawk Ranch Mutual Water Company and awarded them the
snow removal service contract for the upcoming 2009/2010-snow season. In addition to snow re-
moval services, the HOA, CSD and MWC will be able to take advantage of recently purchased
equipment by the MWC to service common needs throughout the ranch without contracting outside
services.

The current HOA financial situation is sound. However, as in the past several years, the current
reserve study is heavily dependent on the cost of
oil products (blacktop and slurry seal). Future
association homeowners’ dues will change
dependent on the results of the next reserve study
in the spring of 2010 and the cost of these products
at that time. Given the recent fluctuations in the
price of oil, it is too early to predict the outlook for
next spring.

It was noted during the meeting that the board is
experiencing an increase in the number of complaints
pertaining to a disregard for the associations
CC&R’s. The most common complaints are for not
respecting private property rights, not controlling

or cleaning up after pets, and for parking

violations. The board has stepped up its’ level of
enforcement for these issues.

The HOA board is always interested in ways to
improve what we have here at Whitehawk Ranch.
Any suggestions you may have are most welcome.
Please contact any board member or attend our
monthly meetings to share your ideas.

COMMUNITY CENTER

POOL

The new security fencing and entry gate were installed in July. There have been no incidents of af-
ter hours unauthorized entry and no incidents of vandalism or deliberate damage reported since
the new fence and entry gate were installed. We plan on re-plastering the spa prior to reopening
the pool next May and will be conducting routine maintenance as needed.

TENNIS

We hired a tennis court contractor to repair the surface cracks. This work was competed during the
week of September 7. Surface cracks will, over time, continue to form, but this repair should pro-
vide a smooth crack free surface for the next three to five years. We looked into several options
that would prevent these cracks from forming, but the costs of each of the options proved to be
prohibitive. Therefore, the Board has decided to establish periodic crack repair funding in the re-
serve study. We plan on keeping the Tennis Court facility open throughout the fall. For information
about Tennis Court operations please contact Nancy Warmby.

TRAILS

Thanks to Jay Skutt several trails have been and are being marked in the cleared area above
Boulder Drive. Note that there is private property located near these trails, please respect this
property and do not trespass. The trails maintenance day has been moved back one week to Fri-
day, October 16, 2009. If you didn't save the original message, the details are noted again

here: Willing and able volunteers are encouraged to meet at 10:00 in the community center park-
ing lot. Most of the maintenance tasks to be completed will include light raking. Please phone Jay
at (530) 836-4135 if you are available to help so that he can prioritize the tasks. If you have a rake,
pruning tools or a shovel, please bring those with you.

GENERAL

The Board is developing an Ordinance relating to the use of the RV Storage Facility. For informa-
tion regarding use of this facility please contact Bill Gilbert.

There are several grass roots efforts underway which interested community members are leading.
One group is looking into developing a fenced-in dog park; please contact Christy Randall if you
have interest in working on this effort. Another effort is underway to develop a community garden;
please contact Bill Gilbert for more information. And another group is looking into the possible con-
struction of a pistol and small bore rifle-shooting range; please contact Mike Burke for more infor-
mation.

With these grass roots efforts, any property owner who desires to use CSD property for any gen-
eral purpose must develop a proposal for the Board to review and consider. Each proposal should
identify the intended use, location and means of funding. In most cases you will need to check with
the County Planning Department to determine if there are any restrictions or requirements which
must be met and present a plan for compliance. The Board will seek public input before authorizing
any proposal to proceed.

The response to the offer to conduct a CPR and Advanced First Aid class was small, thus this
class has not been scheduled.

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Mutual Water Company (MWC) Annual Meeting Summary and Update

Tom Hayes, Steve Ursenbach, and Earl Zeigler were re-elected to serve on the board for the next two
years. The MWC Board positions for the coming year are as follows:

Bill Gilbert — Co-VP, Tom Hayes — Co-VP, Steve Ursenbach — President, Bob Wood — CFO, & Earl Zeigler —
Secretary

The MWC Board meetings, as in the past, will be held on the Monday preceding the second Tuesday of
each month. However, beginning in November, the meeting will start at 11:30 AM for the winter (November
thru April) and at 4:30 PM during the summer.

Highlights of the MWC Presidents report from the annual meeting are as follows:

We continue to have an ample source of excellent water; our state of the art treatment facilities have the ca-
pacity to service all our future requirements. We have no debt and ample reserves so our financial condition
is sound. Our hydrant system affords us a high level of fire protection and we have a highly qualified and
experienced staff.

The new water and wastewater treatment plants and the new leachfield have been operational for almost
one year. The board expects to complete the negotiations for the final payment due the contractor of the
wastewater treatment plant by the end of the year. The total cost of these expansion projects was
$2,975,000 of which the MWC contributed approximately $175,000 from its reserves in lieu of building a
new leachfield if the developers had not moved forward with their development plans.

Bringing these new systems online to service the community resulted in a substantial increase in operating
costs which was the primary driver behind last years announced rate increase. Given development and
sales stopped a year ago, there has been virtually no membership growth so these operational costs were
passed on to the existing members. New customers would most likely have covered these increased ex-
penses if all the subdivisions had been completed and historical sales and construction activity had contin-
ued.

As has been the case for the past five years, the Mutual Water Company will continue to provide building
and landscape maintenance services to the Community Services District (WHR CSD). Additionally, the
MWC will also provide roadway snow removal services to the Homeowners Association (WHR HOA) for the
coming winter season. The MWC has hired a new employee and will purchase a 1-ton truck that will be util-
ized for both snow removal in the winter and other ranch projects during the other seasons. Having this ser-
vice will provide the opportunity to better prepare our roadways for upcoming storms and provide more de-
tailed post storm clean up of road shoulders, fire hydrant areas and intersections.

As communicated in the December 2009 rate schedule announcement, the approved water usage rate for
the coming year (2010) will increase from $.008 per cu ft to $.009 per cu ft for the first 2000 cu ft of average
monthly consumption. The water usage rate will increase by 25% to $.0113 for water usage greater than
2000 cu ft of average monthly use.

The board is currently reviewing and prioritizing the following projects: 1) Additional pasture irrigation for
effluent disposal. 2) Additional water reservoir to supplement the existing one and to serve as a fire protec-
tion resource for the burn pile. 3) Enclosing the maintenance building to provide additional secure storage.

Lastly, the board is working with the original developer, Mohawk Valley Ranch, to formally obtain ownership
of all the existing water rights associated with the ranch.

Time to Winterize

In-
cluded in the new guidelines were provisions covering the placement of “open house” signs along
the roadways in the community. Open house marketing signs are allowed at the entrance to White-
hawk on highway 89 and at each intersection. Open house signs are permitted at the intersection
of Whitehawk Drive and McKenzie Trail on the side opposite of the ‘buckboard” landscape section
only. The HOA board is in full support of these real estate marketing activities that are so critical to
the successful sale of a homeowner’s property, especially during these challenging economic con-
ditions.
